Socio-political unity and by this it is meant, the capacity to bring about ideas, moral practices and moral
precepts for the resolution of conflicts and the promotion of harmony among people is a recurring decimal in
human history. AyvatutuKa Uno? Ka Se! inTiv Socio-political dictum symbolizes oneness, unity, solidarity
that has held the people and the nation of Tiv together. The Tiv man believes in the collective striggle as the
basis for security and strength. At the moment that Nigeria is undergoing serious threats to her democratic
journey due largely because of disunity among the citizenry both from internal and external skirmishes, a
reflection on Ayatutu Ka Uno? Ka Se! ethics and philosophy needs mention. This paper x-rays the ethical
Jacts inherent in the slogan and its relevance to the Nigerian nation at this turbulent time of political disunity.
The paper concludes that Nigeria and Nigerians must desire to cleanse from the political state all the
influences that are erosive and destructive of political unity, such as money politics, unrestricted freedom,
Jactionalism, loose and licentious individualism, wanton destruction of lives and properties and the various
other influences, social and political which have made political unity impossible to give way to collectivity
and social cohesion. The paper recommends social mobilization, political decorum, religious tolerance, and
moral uprightness as working tools for the promotion of democratic unity in the nation.
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Introduction
he importance of social and political philosophy as a plurality of quest for community ever since the
breakdown of ancient Greek politics has become a recurring decimal(Fidelis, Akwaki & Mtar, 2017).
This is largely because, the decay in every aspect of man's life is abysmally grinding to a halt against
the wish of God whose intention was the creation of a stable, peaceful and orderly society. (Gen.1,2).

In Nigeria, our political community, the situation is chaotic and crisis-ridden as stated by Hagher(2002: xi)
that, “There is pervasive poverty, famine, war, sickness, crime, political instability, socictal division,
violence and death”. For Achebe in Oguejiofor (2001: 37) “the problem with Nigeria is the problem of
leadership.” Alao and Atere (2012:1) see the Boko Haram insurgence in Nigeria as the challenge where they
state that, “The increasing spread of nefarious activities of the Boko Haram sect in Nigeria and the
destruction of lives and property is a serious issue that could not be dismissed with a wave of hand.” For
Orngu (2006: 1) corruption seems to take the center stage and a host of other militating forces and practices in
our social, political, economic and religious life. He states:

The Nigerian nation state has become hopelessly and inescapably trapped in an intricate

web of seemingly endless directionless accentuated by consistent development crises,

deplorable condition of profound social crises in the wake of structural imbalances and

political confusion... sealed in an envelope of escalating mass poverty, decimating

diseases pervasive ignorance and apathy, corruption ete. And within this suffocating

scenario, corruption unquestionably occupies and maintains the most conspicuous and

central posturing.

Inthis excruciating pain in the life of Nigeria and Nigerians as a socio-political community, Ndayako
in O§i(1982: 9) states our mindset, that, “The issue of stability in our traditional, cultural and national ethical
development stands out very prominently... with the overriding priority, in the light of apparent disruption
whichthe...attendant circumstances thrust upon the young Nigerian nation.” In this socio-political
